 CHAPTER I  

 

Denomination and legal regime, headquarters, area of action, and founders 

 
Article 1. Denomination and legal regime 

The Foundation’s name is FUNDACIÓ EQUITAT.ORG (previously known as FUNDACIÓ 

JAUME BOFILL). It is a not-for-profit social action and research institution dedicated to 

the transfer of knowledge and social innovation. The Foundation shall be governed by 

these Statutes and all currently valid legal dispositions which regulate private 

foundations in Catalonia. 

 
Article 2. Headquarters 

The Foundation is headquartered in Barcelona, on Carrer Girona, 34 B, with zip code, 

08010. The Board of Trustees may agree to move said headquarters to another location 

within Catalonia, duly informing the Government of Catalonia’s Protectorate of 

Foundations. 

 
Article 3. Area of action 

The Foundation’s primary area of action is Catalonia, though it may also act throughout 

Spain or internationally. 

 
Article 4. Founders 

The Foundation was established on May 12, 1969, by the married couple consisting of 

Teresa Roca i Formosa and Josep Maria Vilaseca i Marcet. Their civic and social 

commitment to reduce inequality was key to the Foundation’s creation, and this 

commitment has been and continues to be present in the pursuit of the Foundation’s 

mission and values, focused primarily on education as a tool for social improvement and 

transformation. 

 

When naming the Foundation, the founders opted for the figure of Jaume Bofill i Bofill, a 

philosopher and professor of metaphysics. 
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CHAPTER II 

 
Foundational aims, activities and beneficiaries  

 
Article 5. Foundational aims 

The Foundation’s essential aim is to promote social innovation and civic 

commitment to overcome social inequality. 

 
Its primary strategy is to promote and extend new educational opportunities 

to achieve said social equality and transformation. 

 
The objective is to overcome major social inequality challenges by launching effective 

programs, carrying out research and generating critical knowledge, designing 

innovative models, establishing new alliances and reaching consensus, promoting new 

public policies, stimulating commitment among the citizenry, and developing 

community strategies.  

 
Article 6. Activities 

To achieve its foundational aims, the Foundation undertakes numerous activities which 

include the following, among others: 

 

a) Social-action, educational, and cultural programs, as well as innovative 

intervention experiences, all of which create educational, cultural, 

community, technological, social-employment integration, citizenship, 

and inclusion opportunities, among others.  

b) Creation and support for alliances and cooperation networks between 

public and private entities, as well as other groups and individuals, to 

overcome the challenges the Foundation addresses. 

c) The study of social problems, promoting scientific research, knowledge 

transferal (R&D+I), assessments, surveys, analyses, and activities based 

on the Foundation’s own proposals and/or in collaboration with national 

and international researchers and institutions specializing in social 

research and analysis. 

d) Proposals for new and effective public policies to promote justice. 

e) Debates and working groups of experts to inspire new proposals and 
achieve consensus. 

f) Educational and training activities. 

g) Publication and dissemination of books, audiovisual material, digital 

content, proposals, and guides. 

h) Communication, awareness, commitment, and impact campaigns 

targeted at citizens, experts, and institutions. 

i) Fundraising campaigns and other actions to gain support and promote 

involvement among both individuals and institutions.

j) Activities to provide economic or technical support to institutions, groups, or individuals 

that work or contribute to achieve the same ends or to beneficiaries directly. 

Article 7. Beneficiaries and their designation  

The Foundation’s ultimate beneficiaries are individuals for whom its proposals and 

initiatives have to generate improvements and social opportunities, in particular, 

those most affected by existing inequalities. Other beneficiaries may also include: 

 

a) The entities, groups, institutions, and organisms with which the Foundation 

cooperates to achieve its ends, offering them resources and services or 

undertaking joint initiatives. 

b) Professionals, citizens, and groups involved in their respective fields and to 

which the Foundation provides training and publications, and organizes events 

or other activities related to awareness-raising, training, or knowledge 

transferal. 

c) Individual beneficiaries and participants in social action activities and action 

programs. 

 

Beneficiaries shall be identified applying both impartial and non-discriminatory 

criteria, bearing in mind the objectives, methodology, and technical design of the 

different projects. 

 

 

CHAPTER III 

 
Economic situation 

 
Article 8. Foundation assets and economic activities 

 
8.1 The Foundation’s assets are linked to the achievement of its foundational aims and 

include: 

 

a) The initial endowment stipulated in its foundational deed. This endowment 

may increase through new donations by legal or natural public or private 

persons, as well as through assets received via inheritance, bequeaths, or 

donations to be added specifically to said endowment. 

 
b) For all the goods and economic rights, the Foundation accepts and receives 

in order to increase its endowment. 
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The Board of Trustees may allocate certain goods and surpluses to be included 

in its endowment. Should the Foundation receive goods or rights without 

specifying their purpose, the Board of Trustees shall decide if the latter are to 

be added to the endowment or used directly to achieve its foundational aims.  

Any future increases to its endowment have to be duly indicated in the 

corresponding annual report and have to be agreed on by the Board of Trustees 

before their presentation to the Protectorate of Foundations, at all times 

respecting duly applicable norms and legislation regarding income and other 

sources of funding. 

 
c) Other yields, benefits, profits, and other goods included in the Foundation’s 

endowment by any means or for any purpose. To achieve its foundational aims, 

the Foundation may sell goods and services. The amounts earned shall be used 

to carry out the same activity or any other of its activities. 

 
8.2 Economic activities 

 
The Foundation may carry out any and all types of economic activities focused on 

maintaining or increasing its assets as well as achieve the necessary resources for 

the sustainable development of its aims. The Foundation may also organize events, 

enter into contracts, and initiate operations and licit businesses, as well as create 

companies and/or hold shares in companies so long as these are limited liability 

companies. The Foundation’s participation in said companies or in their management 

shall be compatible with the foundational aims and shall require express 

authorization from the Board of Trustees. 

 
Article 9. Acts of disposition 

A priority for the Foundation is to maintain the value of its endowment as well as 

that of any accumulated reserves, and to invest its assets to achieve the necessary 

returns and be able to achieve its foundational aims. 

 
For this reason, the Board of Trustees is authorized to, at any time, sell the goods 

and shares which make up the Foundation’s endowment and to acquire others to 

substitute the latter if it deems necessary for the aims mentioned in the above 

paragraph. In all cases, the Board of Trustees shall abide by applicable legal 

mandates, and the Foundation’s financial operations shall never be contrary to its 

foundational aims. 
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Article 10. Accounting principles 

10.1 The Foundation shall carry out its accounting efforts in keeping with the 

nature of its activities and in such a way that its operations can be duly monitored 

and the annual reports prepared. In all cases, it shall adapt to the applicable 

accounting principles and norms. 

 

10.2 Information regarding affidavits and the accuracy of deeds and contracts 

has to be a part of the minimum content included in annual reports. 

 
10.3 The Board of Trustees has to approve annual reports within six months of 

the end of the corresponding fiscal year. Said reports have to be duly presented 

as foreseen legally to the Government of Catalonia’s Protectorate of Foundations 

for their deposit within 30 days as of their approval. 

 
10.4 With respect to temporary investments the Board of Trustees may make in 

the stock market, it shall present an annual report on the degree of fulfilment with 

the code of conduct that applies to not-for-profits, in keeping with current norms or 

as mandated by the regulatory authority. 

 
10.5 Any awards granted by the Foundation, its orders, and collaboration 

agreements have to be duly documented with the corresponding contracts or 

agreements, as well as the corresponding receipts and/or bank slips accrediting 

their payment. 

 

10.6 The Foundation’s annual reports shall be audited by an external auditor 

designated by the Board of Trustees. 

 

Article 11. Obligatory application of funds 

The Foundation shall dedicate at least seventy percent of its returns and other 

annual net income to meet its foundational aims. The application of this 

percentage shall be effective within four fiscal years as of the start of the fiscal 

year immediately after the year in which they are entered in the books. 

The remaining amounts shall be allotted to either the deferred achievement of its 

aims or to increase its own funds. The Board of Trustees is responsible for 

approving the application of all income. 

 

If the Foundation receives goods and rights without specifying how they should be 

allotted, the Board of Trustees shall decide if said resources are to be added to the 

endowment or applied directly to achieve its foundational aims. 
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CHAPTER IV 
 
Organization and functioning 
 
Article 12. The Board of Trustees 

The Board of Trustees is the Foundation’s main governing and administrative body. It 

represents the Foundation and assumes all the faculties and functions necessary to 

achieve the foundational aims, preserve the goods and rights which make up the 

Foundation’s assets, as well as decide how to allocate the income and goods the 

Foundation has available. 

 
The Board of Trustees can undertake and enter into all types of legal acts and business 

and act in the legal realm, excepting the limits established by Law and these Statutes. 

 
Article 13. Board of Trustees composition, requirements for membership, and 

resignation 

The Board of Trustees is a collegiate body comprising natural persons and consisting of a 

minimum of eight members and a maximum of twelve, chosen by co-option bearing in 

mind their interest in and dedication to issues related to the foundational aims. 

 
Any natural person with full legal capacity may be a member of the Board of Trustees if 

they are otherwise not disqualified or unable to carry out public functions or positions or 

administer goods and if they have not been sentenced for crimes against assets, against 

the socio-economic order, or for falsehood. 

 

Trustees serve for a period of five years and may be reelected for a second term, in 

keeping with the voting mechanism foreseen by the Board of Trustees. If there is a 

reelection for a third term, said reelection shall be by means of secret ballot and require 

two-thirds of total votes for said reelection. 

 
Trustees shall begin exercising as such after expressly accepting said charge, in keeping 

with that established by applicable Law. In case of resignation, the formulas foreseen by 

Law shall also apply. 

 
Trustees: 
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a) Shall exercise their functions with the diligence required of a good administrator in 

keeping with the Law and the Statutes and faithfully fulfill their obligations with 

respect to the Foundation and always in the interest of the latter. 

 
b) Shall ensure the foundational aims are fulfilled and preserve the Foundation’s 

assets, maintain its productivity, and apply prudent financial criteria appropriate for 

the Foundation’s economic circumstance and the activities it carries out. 

 
c) To fulfill their functions, they shall have the right and obligation to attend meetings, 

stay informed about the Foundation’s progress, and participate in deliberations and 

the adoption of agreements. They shall also fulfill all accounting obligations, 

safeguard the books, update the latter, and maintain the secrecy of any confidential 

information pertaining to the Foundation, even after abandoning their posts. 

 
d) Shall seek out mediation for any controversies or conflicts which might arise 

regarding the Foundation’s functioning. 

 
Article 14. Board of Trustee renewal 

The Board of Trustees establishes that a minimum of two new Trustees shall join the Board 

for up to a maximum of twelve Trustees every five years to thus ensure the Board’s 

renewal, in keeping with Article 13 above. 

 
The Board of Trustees shall ensure said renewal via a dedicated meeting held every five 

years. If within the previous five years the Board of Trustees has not been sufficiently 

renewed, it shall deliberate on the new composition and shall accept any voluntary 

resignations presented. 

 

If there is an insufficient number of resignations to ensure its renewal, the Board of 

Trustees shall activate a secret ballot voting mechanism in which each Trustee shall vote 

on the name or names of those Trustees that should resign. In case of tie, the Trustee 

serving the longest time on the Board shall resign. If still required, the oldest Trustee in 

terms of age shall resign. 

 

The procedure to renew the Board may be modified by means of a favorable vote by 

two-thirds of all Trustees. 
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Article 15. Non-remunerative nature 

The Trustees shall serve in said posts free of charge, without prejudice to their right to 

compensation for duly justified expenses and compensation for any damages they may incur for 

carrying out the functions of their posts. 

 

Article 16. Faculties and delegation of responsibilities 

All the faculties attributed to the Board of Trustees in these Statutes correspond to 

said Board, as well as, in general, those required to achieve the foundational aims 

and with no limits whatsoever except those established by applicable Law and these 

Statutes. 

The Board of Trustees may also delegate all or a part of its functions to one or more 

Trustees, in keeping with these Statutes and applicable Law, without said delegation 

excusing the Board from its obligations. Should the Board delegate in more than one 

Trustee, it shall duly determine if the action in question has to be collegiate or not. 

 

The Board of Trustees shall also be able to issue general or special powers of attorney 

and joint responsibilities without said persons being members of the Board of 

Trustees. 

 

The faculties that the Board of Trustees grants regarding the use of the Foundation’s 

assets shall always be jointly shared by two people. 

 
In all cases, the following faculties cannot be delegated and correspond solely to the 

Board of Trustees: 

 
a) The modification of these Statutes. 

b) The merger, spin-off, and cession of all or a part of the Foundation’s 
assets and liabilities, as well as the dissolution of the Foundation. 

e) The approval of the budget and the documents that make up the annual 
reports. 

d) Deeds allocating, transferring, issuing an encumbrance, and, in general, 

disposing of assets which, individually or as whole, are assessed to be 
worth more than twenty percent of the Foundation’s total assets, except 
in the case of selling securities whose official trading price is at least that 
of its traded price. However, powers of attorney may be granted for the 
corresponding acts in the conditions to be established by the Board of 
Trustees. 

e) The creation or the endowment of another legal entity. 

f) The increase or decrease of the endowment. 

g) The dissolution of companies or other legal entities. 
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h) The acts which require authorization or approval from the Protectorate 

of Foundations or the adoption of a sworn affidavit. 

i) The adoption and notarization of sworn affidavits. 

 

All that contained in this article has to be understood without prejudice to the 

authorizations from the Protectorate of Foundations which may be necessary or the 

notifications which may be required by Law. 

 
Article 17. Calls for board meetings 

17.1 The President is responsible for convening meetings. Said calls have to include the 

date, the time, and the day’s agenda, detailing all the issues to be addressed during the 

meetings, without which valid agreements cannot be made. 

 

17.2 The meeting has to be convened by standard mail, sent to the participants’ 

domiciles, or by e-mail, at least five working days prior to the foreseen date of the 

meeting. 

 
17.3 The Board of Trustees shall hold an ordinary meeting at least once a year and, 

mandatorily, within six months of the fiscal year’s close. The aim is to approve the annual 

accounts for the previous fiscal year which ends on December 31. 

 
17.4 The Board of Trustees shall also meet during the second half of the year to approve 

the budget for the following fiscal year, a budget presented previously by the Foundation 

Director. In exceptional cases, the budget for the following fiscal year may be approved 

during the first quarter of said year. 

 
17.5 The Board of Trustees shall hold as many extraordinary meetings as it deems 

necessary to ensure the Foundation functions correctly. These shall be called at the 

behest of the President and require convening. 

 
17.6 The Board of Trustees shall also be convened if two Trustees duly request a 

meeting. Said meeting shall be held within 30 days of their request. 

 
17.7 The Board of Trustees can meet via videoconference call, multi-way calls, or by any 

other technological means that does not require the physical presence of the Trustees, 

in keeping with that stipulated by Law. In these cases, said systems have to guarantee 

that participants can be identified, that communication shall not be interrupted, that 

participants can take part in deliberations, and that they can all issue their votes. The 

meeting location shall be considered to be held wherever the President is located. For 

online meetings,  
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all Trustees that participate in the videoconference or multi-way call have to be 

considered meeting participants. 

 
Article 18. Positions 

The Board of Trustees shall name a President, one or more Vice Presidents, a Treasurer, 

and a Secretary (the latter shall not be a voting member of the Board). The Trustees 

who do not hold any of said positions shall be considered general board members. 

 

Official representation of the Foundation and the execution of the agreements the Board 

of Trustees shall permanently correspond to the President or the person who substitutes 

the latter, without prejudice to the Board of Trustees’ faculties and that established in 

articles 16 and 24 of these Statutes. 

 
Article 19. The President 

The President and, in his/her absence, the Vice President, shall have the following 

faculties: 

 
a) Serve as the Foundation’s institutional representative. 

b) Convene meetings, set the agenda, and preside over, suspend, and close 

Board of Trustee meetings, as well as lead deliberations. 

c) Cast the deciding vote in case of ties. 

d) The other faculties indicated in these Statutes and those expressly granted to 

the President by the Board of Trustees, in keeping with applicable norms. 

 
Article 20. The Vice President or Vice Presidents 

Among other functions, the Vice President is responsible for substituting the President in 

case of the latter’s absence. 

 
Article 21. The Treasurer 

The Treasurer is responsible for supervising and tending to the Foundation’s economic, 

financial, and accounting needs. 

 
Article 22. The Secretary 

The Secretary is responsible for drafting Board of Trustees’ meeting minutes and, after 

these have been read out loud and approved by the Board of Trustees, ensuring that the 

President signs said minutes. These minutes have to be numbered consecutively and 

have to be approved at the end of the meeting or at the start of the following meeting. 

The Secretary shall maintain physical and digital copies of the original meeting minutes. 
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The Secretary shall issue all the certificates necessary with the President’s approval or, at 

the latter’s request, with that of the Vice President. 

 
In addition, the Secretary shall exercise all the other functions inherent to this position and 

which these Statutes attribute to the Secretary. 

 

Article 23. Deliberations and agreements  

The Board of Trustees shall be considered to be duly gathered when the majority of its 

members attend said meetings, whether in person or by videoconference, after all the 

Trustees have been duly notified. 

 
Agreements shall be adopted by the majority of votes of Trustees participating in the 

meeting and those attending via videoconference call, with one vote corresponding to each 

Trustee. In case of tie, the President shall issue the deciding vote. The exception to the latter 

is in the case of modifying these Statutes, creating a spin-off, and merging or dissolving the 

Foundation, in which case a two-thirds qualified majority of all Trustees is required, as 

established in articles 26, 27 and 29 of these Statutes. Similarly, affidavits require a 

favorable vote by two-thirds of all Trustees, without taking into account those who cannot 

vote due to a conflict of interests with the Foundation, in keeping with that established in 

Article 332-13 of the Civil Code of Catalonia. 

 

The Foundation Director can attend Board of Trustees’ meetings whenever convened, though 

he/she is not entitled to vote. 

 
The Board of Trustees may also invite whoever it deems necessary to its meetings, and said 

individuals can participate in discussions but cannot vote. 

Article 24. Conflicts of interest 

Should any conflict of interest arise between the Foundation’s interests and any of the 

Trustees, equivalent individuals, or in self-contracting cases, operations with the Foundation 

can only be carried out if the Foundation’s needs and interests are sufficiently accredited to 

prevail over those of the Trustee or similar individual. 

 
In addition, the Board of Trustees shall need to present an affidavit alongside the 

corresponding accreditive documentation to the Protectorate of Foundations, in keeping with 

Article 332-13 of the Civil Code of Catalonia. 

 
In all cases, that stipulated in articles 312.9, 332.9, and 332.13 of said Code has to be 

abided by. 
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In those exceptional cases in which establishing a remunerated labor or professional 

relation between the Foundation and a Trustee is considered of interest, a contract 

shall be required, clearly defining the remunerated tasks and functions, all of which 

should be distinct from those pertaining to the position of Trustee. Contracting 

Trustees shall be subject to that stipulated in Article 332-10. 

 

Before said contract is formalized, the Board of Trustees shall present the 

corresponding affidavit to the Protectorate of Foundations, in keeping with Article 

332-9 and other pertinent articles. 

 

 

CHAPTER V 

Other bodies: Composition and functions  

Article 25. The Foundation Director  

The Board of Trustees shall name a Director who shall be in charge of managing the 

Foundation’s activities and other faculties which the Board may delegate. 

The position is remunerated, in keeping with the nature and representativeness of 

the position and functions. The Board of Trustees shall grant the Director the 

necessary powers to be able to carry out his/her functions in keeping with the limits 

established by Law and these Statutes. 

 
The Director can attend all the Board of Trustees’ meetings to which he/she is 

convened and can participate in deliberations but not vote. 

 
All that contained in articles 332-3.2 and 332-9 of the Civil Code of Catalonia shall 

apply to the Director in terms of capacities, the causes for dismissal, and actions in 

case of conflicts of interest. 

 
The Foundation Director shall periodically inform the Board of Trustees about the 

Foundation’s fulfillment of the established budget and the allocation of income to the 

endowment. 

 
Should any management functions be delegated to a Trustee, all that established in 

Article 332.10 shall apply. 
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CHAPTER VI 

 
Modifications to these Statutes, structural changes, and dissolution 

 
Article 26. Modifications to these Statutes, structural changes, and 

dissolution 

The Board of Trustees, by means of an agreement, in keeping with Article 16 of 

these Statutes and applicable norms and after duly convening a meeting, may 

modify these Statutes, agree on a merger, create a spin-off, or dissolve the 

Foundation, all with due authorization from the Protectorate of Foundations and in 

keeping with current legislation. 

 

The Statutes can be modified by two-thirds of the Trustees, so long as this is in the 

interest of the Foundation and it does not contravene the Foundation’s aims. Said 

modification shall be notarized in a public deed and shall require approval from the 

Protectorate of Foundations. 

 
Article 27. Merger and spin-off 

To create a spin-off or merge the Foundation with another, agreement is required 

by two-thirds of the Trustees. Said spin-off or merger shall be carried out as 

established by Law and requires approval from the Protectorate of Foundations. 

 
Article 28. Causes for dissolution 

Fundació Jaume Bofill is permanent by nature. However, in case of total loss of its 

capital or given the impossibility of fulfilling its foundational aims in the way 

established in these Statutes or if meeting the legally foreseen causes, the 

Foundation shall be dissolved, in keeping with the procedures for this established by 

Law. 

 

Article 29. Dissolution procedure and distribution of assets 

The Foundation’s dissolution requires the justified agreement by the Board of 

Trustees and the favorable vote by two-thirds of the Trustees, as well as approval 

from the Protectorate of Foundations. 

This dissolution implies that the Foundation’s liquidation shall be carried out by the 

Board of Trustees or, alternatively, by the Protectorate of Foundations. 

 

Said dissolution shall imply the total cession of all its assets and liabilities to be 

carried out by the Board of Trustees or those the latter designates or, if warranted, 

by the Protectorate of Foundations. This total cession, after identifying the assets 

and liabilities and receiving the prior approval by the Protectorate of Foundations, 

shall be allocated to other not-for-profit, public or private foundations or entities 

pursuing similar aims to those of this Foundation. 
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The entities receiving the Foundation’s assets shall be beneficiaries of patronage 

and sponsorship as established by applicable tax law (to comply with that foreseen 

in Article 3.5 of Law 49/2002, on the fiscal regime governing not-for-profits and 

fiscal incentives for patronage and sponsorship). 

 

If said total cession is not possible, the assets and liabilities shall have to be 

liquidated and the remaining amount shall be allocated as established in this Article. 

 

 

 

 

Third. Delegate the Board of Trustees President, Mr. Ignasi Carreras Fisas, to have 

the new Statutes duly notarized by Notary Public and to sign any documents 

necessary for the modification of these Statutes to be included in the Government 

of Catalonia’s Registry of Foundations once approved by the Protectorate of 

Foundations and any amendments have been added, if required.

APPROVED BY THE BOARD OF TRUSTEES ON OCTOBER 4, 2025 

 

1) OBJECT 

Fundació Jaume Bofill’s Board of Trustees unanimously agreed during its 

meeting held on October 4, 2025, to update the text of the entity’s Statutes. 

It is foreseen that these new Statutes shall be notarized on a date following 

the latter and that they will be subject to the General Directorate of Law and 

Legal Entities (hereafter, the “Protectorate of Foundations”) consideration 

and approval. 

This report is issued to justify to the Protectorate the reasons motivating the 

changes introduced in the Statutes and to ensure that these modifications are 

adequate and better define the Foundation, at no time contravening or 

contradicting the Foundation’s will and mission. 

The Board of Trustees declares its determination that this report accompany 

the new Statutes the moment they are presented to the Protectorate of 

Foundations. 

 

2) REASONS JUSTIFYING THE CHANGES TO THE STATUTES 

FUNDACIÓ JAUME BOFILL is changing its name to FUNDACIÓ 

EQUITAT.ORG to more clearly and directly reflect and to make more 

comprehensible the purpose guiding its actions: Create a more equitable and 

united society with equal opportunities for all. 

The “equity” concept accurately depicts the organization’s values and 

mission, focused on reducing social and educational inequality and promoting 

policies and practices which guarantee real opportunities for everyone. 

The change in name also responds to the desire to avoid confusion related to 

the previous name, Fundació Jaume Bofill, which was often incorrectly 

associated to the architectural realm and the architect, Ricardo Bofill. 

With this new name, the organization strengthens its institutional coherence 

and more forcefully conveys its commitment to social equality and justice.
